Strategies for creating successful learning home environments

What you can do

· Schedule a regular quiet time for studying and make it clear that study time is a priority.

· Express your expectations for your child

· Learn to relax before or take a break while helping your child with homework to avoid getting frustrated.

· Let your child complete his homework to the best of his abilities.  Never do the work yourself.

· Check and sign off on your child’s homework everyday.

· Develop appropriate reward system for goal accomplishment.

· Always praise your child for his efforts and for a job well done.

· Encourage your child to pursue a hobby that fosters learning. 

· Provide adequate reading materials at home and set an example by reading often.

· Limit amount of time your child watches television.

What schools can do

· Have parenting videos and literature on parenting available to parents for check out at the schools resource center.

· Offer training that focuses on educating parents on diverse subjects such as transition, reading skills.

· Offer transportation and childcare to help parents attend parenting classes.
